As you are aware, Mahmoud Salehi, a well-known dalaetivist and a
representative of bakery workers of Sagez, whoamassted during a May Day
demonstration in 2004, has been imprisoned singé 2@07 in Sandandaj’'s central
prison. Mahmoud has been detained while he suiifens serious kidney disease.
His health is being deteriorated drastically ortydaasis. One of his kidneys has
stopped working and the other one requires contis@md essential care and
dialysis treatment by specialist physicians.

In recent days, Mahmoud'’s physical health has lsegarely worsened and his
blood pressure has been increasing. As a ressilbrhin’s vessels are damaged and
he has fallen unconscious a number of times imtetays.

On December 11, 2007, Mahmoud was taken to the itotMbspital in city of
Sanandaj while unconscious. In Sanandaj, thera@mspecialized facilities for
kidney disease patients, thus in that hospital tireaxe only been giving Salehi
tranquilizers and sedatives.

Moreover, Mahmoud Salehi was insulted, mistreatetitareatened with death by
one of the jail security guards last week. Someefprisoners have been on hunger
strike to protest such mistreatments.

Labour, human rights and freedom-loving organizatians!

Mahmoud Salehi’s life is at risk and the IslamigRblic regime is directly
responsible for his well-being and life. It is aldely necessary to exert pressures
on the Islamic Republic regime for the freedom afhvhoud Salehi and his proper
treatment by specialist physicians. We, as reptatees of the solidarity
committees and organizations with the Iranian lalovement ask international
labour and human rights organizations to take urgetons by pressurizing the
Islamic Republic for immediate release and treatroéMahmoud Salehi. Our

Furthermore, we call for a medical mission to lspdtched to Iran by concerned
international organizations to visit Salehi for noadl examination and in order to
pressurize the Islamic Republic for his immediatdioal treatment.

Mahmoud Salehi, spokesperson for the Organisational Committee to Establish Trade
Unions, was reportedly admitted to hospital, unconscious, on 11 December, after
repeatedly collapsing in prison between 4-10 December. During an earlier hospitalisation,
on or around 4 December, the authorities placed restraints on his bed. He may not be
receiving adequate medical care.

Mahmoud Salehi, whom Amnesty International believes is a prisoner of conscience, has
long term medical concerns. A May 2007 request by his doctor that he be accorded
specialist treatment outside the prison has been ignored. He suffers from chronic kidney
disease, as a result of which he required dialysis. He is also said to suffer from a heart
disorder. In December 2007 it was reported that he has grave intestinal edema or swelling
that may be connected with his renal disease.

Following his admission to Tohid (also known as Towhid) Hospital in the city of Sanandaj,
Kordestan province, Mahmoud Salehi received a brain scan. This revealed that blood
vessels in his brain have been damaged. His wife, Najibeh Salehzadeh is reported to have
said on 18 December that “...the physical health of my partner is extremely severe. One of



his kidneys has stopped working and because of being deprived of proper medical
treatment the other kidney is losing its functions. His blood pressure fluctuates and his
blood sugar is surging. He falls unconscious about twice daily. The lack of treatment of his
kidney has affected his heart as well. His feet and legs are swollen and the excessive
injections of tranquilizers have seriously endangered his well-being....”

Mahmoud Salehi was among 20-30 prisoners forcibly moved on 4 December from one
section to another in Sanandaj Central Prison. Given very little time to collect personal
items, Mahmoud Salehi required more time than other prisoners to comply with the order
because of his poor health. As a result of his perceived slowness he was insulted and,
according to reports, a prison guard threatened to kill him. Mahmoud Salehi experienced
raised blood pressure, as a likely consequence of the stress he had experienced during
his transfer between prison sections, and he was taken to Tohid Hospital on or around 4
December, where he was restrained to his bed and administered tranquilisers prior to his
return to prison, the date of which is not known to Amnesty International.

Mahmoud Salehi has been denied visits from his lawyer and family. His family, who live
400km from Sanandaj, have been able to contact him by telephone.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

Mahmoud Salehi was arrested after a peaceful demonstration to celebrate May Day 2004.
In November 2005 he was sentenced to five years’ imprisonment and three years' internal
exile in the city of Ghorveh, Kordestan. At his trial, the prosecutor reportedly cited his
trade union activities as evidence against him, and referred to a meeting he had held with
officials from the International Confederation of Free Trade Unions (ICFTU) - now
reconstituted as the International Trade Union Confederation (ITUC) - in April 2004,
shortly before the May Day demonstrations. His conviction was overturned on appeal, but
after a retrial he was sentenced on 11 November 2006 to four years’ imprisonment for
"conspiring to commit crimes against national security”. He was free until the appeal
hearing on 11 March, when his sentence was reduced to a three-year suspended prison
sentence and one year’s imprisonment, which commenced with his imprisonment on 9
April 2007.

RECOMMENDED ACTION:Please send appeals to arrive as quickly as possbin Persian,
Kurdish, English or your own language:

- urging prison authorities to ensure that Mahmoud Salehi’s ill health be properly
diagnosed as a matter of urgency, and that he be seen by qualified specialist health
professionals where relevant, and provided with appropriate medical treatment.

- reminding prison authorities that according to Rules 33 and 34 of the United Nations
Standard Minimum Rules for the Treatment of Prisoners chains or irons shall not be used
as restraints and that other instruments of restraints should be used only when and as
long as strictly necessary;

- calling on judicial authorities to provide information about the reasons for the
imprisonment of Mahmoud Salehi;

- expressing concern that Mahmoud Salehi appears to have been incarcerated for what
appears to be his peaceful trade union activities;

- urging that, as a prisoner of conscience detained solely for the peaceful exercise of his
right to freedom of expression and association, the authorities to release Mahmoud Salehi
immediately and unconditionally;



- reminding the authorities to ensure that he has ongoing and regular access to his
lawyers and families;

- reminding the authorities of their obligations under the ICCPR, Article 22 (1) of which
provides for the right to form and join trade unions, and also Iran’s obligations under
Convention 87 (freedom of association) and 98 (right to organise) of the International
Labour Organization, compliance with which is expected as a condition of Iran’s
membership of the ILO.

April 2007 wegen
seiner Teilnahme an der 1. Mai-Demonstration int 2804 zu einem Jahr Gefangnis verurteilt
und befindet sich seitdem im Zentralgefangnis dadtSSanandaj (Provinz Kurdistan). Obwohl er
zum Zeitpunkt der Verhaftung an einem Nierenleiliznwurde ihm medizinische Behandlung
untersagt. Inzwischen ist eine seiner Nieren aadlgef fir die Aufrechterhaltung der
Funktionstlchtigkeit seiner zweiten Niere bendgigsofortige arztliche Behandlung und Dialyse.
In den letzten Tagen hat sein gesundheitlicherafuksich dramatisch verschlechtert. Sein
Blutdruck steigt immer wieder so hoch, dass dercRmauf seine Gehirnadern in den letzten Tagen
mehrmals zur Bewusstlosigkeit gefuhrt hat.

Am 11. Dezember wurde Mahmoud Salehi im ZustandBa&vrusstlosigkeit in das Tohid-
Krankenhaus in Sanandaj verlegt, in dem es keindidglichkeiten zur Behandlung seiner Nieren
gibt. Ihnm werden dort nur Beruhigungsmedikamentalweicht. Sowohl im Gefangnis als auch im
Krankenhaus liegt Mahmoud Salehi permanent in Hemellen ans Bett gefesselt.

Momentan sind einige Gefangene der Stadt Sanaod&alidaritat mit ihm in den Hungerstreik
getreten.

Salehi works as a baker and is one of the local wn leaders of the bakery employees in Sagaz in the
Kurdish region of Iran. This is the third time he is arrested due to the same reasons. We are writithg
your organisation because Mahmoud is suffering frona severe illness and he is not getting the proper
care and medicine that he needs. The governmentstopping the doctors from giving him the proper
care and medicine (see page 2 for medical historya condition).

The situation for Mahmoud is extremely critical. He and his family do not receive any help or
support and they have no possibility to influencelte care and medicine he needs. We appeal to your
organisation to try and help Mahmoud and his familys hopeless situation in any way you can. The
recognization your organisation has worldwide as d@umanitary aid for people in need have the
influence to improve the situation of Mahmoud Saleh

We who write this letter have been working as medine doctors for several years in Iranian
Kurdistan and since many years being living and wdding in Sweden. According to many reliable
medical reports via our colleagues from Iran, we hae been convinced that Mahmoud Salehi needs an
urgent intensive care.

This letter will also be send to Medecins Sans Bntiers of Sweden as well as Amnesty International,
Amnesty Sweden, Red Cross with the appeal of help.

Mahmoud is suffering from autosomal dominant po$irykidney disease (ADPKD). This was diagnosed
for many years ago and he was operated 1981. Heapmd chronic flank pain as the result of enlargem
of cysts in the kidneys. He has had constituti@yatptom as fatigue, weakness and repeatedly urtrect
infection and nephrolithiasis. His disease, as kmaw, is a progressive disease and he has devetepat
insufficience. He also suffers from several congilins due to the disease as hypertension, hyjukipa,
proteinuria and haematoria since a few years ago.

During his imprisonment he has at several timrenbmoved to the hospital due to his critical cooibut
only been kept there for a short while before mgviim back to prison. The care he has receivetieat t
hospital is insufficient; the government does ritwvathe doctors to give him the proper care andliciae
that he needs.

Recently he was moved to hospital again and rievedndition is really critical. His wife briefly et him
at the hospital while he was coughed to the bell bgtarm and leg (se picture enclosed). Duringusit
he was feeling nausea, vomiting and had a severdalche despite strong analgetic and opoids. Shtéhbad
opportunity to speak with his doctor and he saat ths condition is very critical. The doctor expkd that



his blood pressure was 250/110, and that he wéarisgf of urinary tract infection and nephrolithmsThe
creatinine’s level is very high, and the kidneysemlarged. He only urinates small amounts.

According to the doctor, Mahmoud has sever renalriawhich requires regularly hemodialysis andnthe
most probably kidney transplantation.
